Several years ago, I injured my knee, and my daughter helped with
physical rehabilitation. Joy is a certified fitness specialist and
developed an exercise regimen to strengthen my knee.

Each week I visited her worksite, a professional center with polished
equipment. The place was abuzz with swarming clients expecting to
receive expert instruction.

Joy guided me from one piece of equipment to the next, explaining
the correct usage. If I whined about the difficulty of an exercise, she
would matter-of-factly say, “Mom, you will be challenged, but not to the
point of pain. This will strengthen you.” Ugh. But when the session ended,
even though my legs wobbled like partially-set gelatin, my heart smiled
because my knee was improving.

My daughter successfully strengthened my knee because she had
studied health science. Her years in college equipped her to rehabilitate
clients. She provided individualized attention without a cookie-cutter
approach.

Joy studied the medical textbooks and professional journals to learn
the skills she needed. In the same way, the Bible is our handbook to
instruct us on how to live sanctified lives. When we read God’s Word, we
protect ourselves from false teachings that could lead us astray, and we
bolster ourselves for a lifestyle of godliness (1 Timothy 4:1-2, 7). We're
assured the Bible provides sound teachings, as all Scripture is Holy Spirit
inspired (2 Timothy 3:16). Because God’s Word is personal, practical, and
profitable, we can consult it and count on its integrity to rehabilitate our
fallen natures!

Of Green Pastures and Still Waters

The Lord is my shepherd; ...He makes me to lie down in green pastures; He leads
me beside the still waters. He restores my soul .... ~ Psalm 23:1-3a (NKJV)

But Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and prayed. ~ Luke 5:16 (NIV)

n a trip to Ireland this past year, our tour included a stop at

Glendalough, known for a monastic settlement founded there by
St. Kevin in the 6th century. Long out of use, today it is a tranquil area on
a rolling hillside in the valley between two mountains and bordered by
two lakes. On the grounds stand the remnants of stone buildings that were
once part of the monastic community. And over the hillside are paths that
meander in solitary places or along running waters. It is a beautiful,
secluded place to get away from the bustle of life and calm one’s spirit.

It recalls the words of Psalm 23: “He makes me to lie down in green
pastures; He leads me beside the still waters. He restores my soul.” What
an inviting picture that summons us.

The Bible tells us that Jesus “often withdrew to lonely places and
prayed.” The truth is that while we may not be able to go off to a tranquil
setting with green pastures and still waters to restore our soul, we do need
to have a quiet time in our lives every day where, in the presence of Jesus,
our soul can be nurtured and restored. We need that time and place and
space where in solitude we withdraw from people, noise, cell phones, and
all the stimulations of life just to be alone with God, to read His Word, to
listen for His voice, and to speak to Him in prayer. If Jesus felt the necessity
of regular solitude and prayer, how much more essential it is for us!

Lent calls us away from the “business as usual” or the “daily grind” in
our daily lives — to commit to a time and place when and where we can
shut out the world and enter a quiet time with the Lord.

C. Austin Miles describes it this way in his beautiful hymn:

I come to the garden alone, While the dew is still on the roses,
And the voice I hear falling on my ear, the Son of God discloses.
And He walks with me, and He talks with me ...

We experience the “green pastures” and “still waters” that restore our
soul when we take time to be with God, in His Word and in prayer.

Heavenly Father, forgive us when we are lax in our relationship with you. May we
not see spending time with you as an incursion into our lives, but rather as the
heartbeat of our living. This we pray in Jesus’ name.
